“Festival d’Armor” is a reference at an international level
for these categories, but it’s also an artistic show, a social event, cultural
festivities, and in terms of images, a beautiful showcase for Plougonve-

lin, the Iroise country, the surroundings of Brest, the department of
Finistére and for the whole region of Brittany.

The new team is planning to go on with that wonderful adven-
ture, but also to preserve its treasures of authenticity.
